Arrange in alphabetical order by the
surname of the author or title (if there is
no author)

References cited in the text MUST appear
in the reference list

Us n.d for no date

Ignore The, A, An when alphabetizing the
list.

Double space your reference list

AUTHOR-use the last name and first
initial, list all authors

TITLE- Capitalize the first word
PUBLISHER- use full name

PLACE OF PUBLICATION:-list state
abbreviations

PAGES -list first page and additional
pages
DATES- follows authors name

PERIODICALS

Magazines, Journals, newspapers

Authors are named by their last name
followed by initials;

Publication year goes between
parentheses and is followed by a period.

The title of the article is written with only
the first word and nouns to be
capitalized.

Include the volume number and the page
numbers
